Apart from Belgrade, awards also went to Paris as the
“City of the Future in Western Europe”, Brno as the
“City of the Future in Central Europe”, Baku as the “City
of the Future in Eastern Europe” and London as the “City
of the future in Northern Europe”, which was also
named “European City of the Future 2006/07".

Belgrade mayor Nenad Bogdanovic says that city had
been through a period in which it was necessary to in-
vest in the infrastructure of certain parts of the city and
that the construction of numerous facilities is underway
there now. The latest Greenfield investments are also
being increasingly realized in Zemun, the part of the city
which will soon be on a par, according to investments,
with New Belgrade, where the largest construction

The mayor expects
foreign capital to start arriving faster in Belgrade and
Serbia, which is also the precondition for the opening of
new jobs and the start of new programs.

— We will continue to invest in a new infrastructure,
as well in the revitalization of the old one, thus creating
condition for potential investors. At this moment, we re-
ceive many offers for every location, but we need to cre-
ate and regulate much more such locations, since the
interest exists. This is sufficiently attested to by the
fact that the regulation of city building land brought the
city of Belgrade income of around 10 million euros in
2000, while in 2006 this income will most probably be
around 100 million euros. We will reinvest all this mon-
ey into a new infrastructure, be it the utility or trans-
port infrastructure. It is my assessment that, in three
years time, a million and a half square meters of busi-
ness and housing space each will be undergoing con-
struction, that the average salary will be around 500
euros and that the pace of employment will be much
faster — says Bogdanovic.
