“Pesma Evrovizije” je muzicko takmicenje koje, pored
Olimpijskih igara i Svetskog prvenstva u fudbalu, predstavlja
najveci globalni spektakl. To je ve¢ 53 godine i najgledaniji
televizijski spektakl u Evropi, koji svake godine prati vise od
200 miliona gledalaca.

Muzicki spektakl ¢e biti odrzan u Beogradskoj Areni,
najvecem objektu takve vrste u regionu, sa najvec¢im
tehnoloskim nivoom u Evropi. Zbog ovakvih uslova,
Beogradska arena je u veoma kratkom periodu posle
izgradnje postala regionalni centar za organizovanje
najatraktivnijih manifestacija.

erbia will be hosting, for the first time, the “Eurovision

Song Contest”, which will have this year a record number
of countries participating — 43.

Thanks to the victory of the Serbian song “Molitva”
(“Prayer”) at the previous contest in Helsinki in 2007,
Belgrade and Serbia will welcome thousands of participants,
journalists and admirers of this spectacle, as well as tourists
from various parts of Europe and the world coming to
“Eurosong 2008".

The “Eurovision Song Contest” is a music contest which,
apart from the Olympic Games and the World Football
Championship, represents the biggest global spectacle. For 53
years now it has been the most popular television spectacle in
Europe, watched each year by over 200 million viewers.

The musical spectacle will be held at the Belgrade Arena,
the largest facility of its kind in the region, with the highest
technological level in Europe. Due to such conditions,
shortly after its construction the Belgrade Arena became a
regional center for organizing the most attractive events.

A new system of competing will be applied for the first
time in the history of Eurosong in Belgrade and it implies
two semi-finals — on May 20 and 22.

The final evening will be held on May 24, on the same day
when the first“Eurovision Song Contest”was held 52 years ago.
The jubilee 1100% song will be sung at Eurosong this year.

The Euroclub, the gathering place for the participants,
journalists and admirers of the “Eurovision Song Contest”
will be located at Sava Center, the largest congress and
cultural center in Serbia and one of the biggest congress
centers in Europe.

The organization and televised broadcast of the “Euro-
vision Song Contest 2008" are entrusted to Serbia’s media
public service - the Serbian Broadcasting Corporation.
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
