
Srbija je 19. decembra 2006. godine sa Albanijom, Bosnom i 
Hercegovinom, Bugarskom, Hrvatskom, Makedonijom, Mol-
davijom, Crnom Gorom, Rumunijom i UNMIK/Kosovom kao 
carinskom teritorijom potpisala prvi jedinstveni multilateral-
ni Sporazum o slobodnoj trgovini u jugoistočnoj Evropi (JIE), 
CEFTA 2006 (Central Europe Free Trade Agreement).

Pravila EU i STO

Sporazum CEFTA od početka postojanja ima poseban 
značaj za proces integracije zemalja potpisnica u Evropsku 
uniju  jer predviđa da se međusobni trgovinski odnosi članica 
moraju rukovoditi pravilima STO i EU. 

CEFTA se naime od 1992. godine, kada je potpisan prvi spo-
razum, smatra “trening kampom” i preduslovom za ulazak u 
EU. Pre ulaska u EU, članice CEFTE bile su Češka Republika, 
Mađarska, Poljska, Slovačka, Slovenija, Bugarska i Rumunija. 
CEFTA 2006 predstavlja izmenu i dopunu ranijih istovrsnih 
sporazima i nudi harmonizovane odnose u trgovini unutar 
država potpisnica. To će region učiniti znatno atraktivnijim 
za strana ulaganja. 

Time je privredno sistemski ambijent Srbije ušao u zonu još 
značajnijeg prilagođavanja pravilima EU i Svetske trgovinske 
organizacije i pre formalnog članstva. Time je omogućena 
predvidljivost i transparentnost za strane partnere i ulagače, 
ali i za privrednike Srbije.

Potpisnice sporazuma CEFTA 2006 preuzele su obavezu da

EU and WTO regulations 

CEFTA Agreement takes an important role in the EU inte-
gration process since it envisages that the CEFTA members 
must obey the EU and WTO regulations.

Namely, since 1992, when the first agreement was singed, 
the CEFTA has been considered the training camp and pre-
requisite for the EU association. Before entering the EU, the 
CEFTA members were the Republic of Czech, Hungary, Po-
land, Slovakia, Slovenia, Bulgaria and Rumania. The CEFTA 
2006 is the amendments to the previous related agreements 
and offers harmonised trade relations among CEFTA signato-
ries. It makes the countries in the Region more attractive for 
foreign investments. 

Owing to it the economic system in Serbia is now more re-
sponsible for adjusting to the EU and WTO standards, even 
before becoming an official member. It provides foreign 
partners, investors and domestic businessmen with business 
transparency.

CEFTA 2006 countries are in charge of creating free trade

Origin of goods regulations

CEFTA 2006 Agreement envisages, among other things, 
conditions to be met so as goods may be considered domestic 
and from Serbia. 
The accumulative origin of goods means that products 
are originating from Serbia if ingredients are from CEFTA 
countries, the EU, Island, Norway, Switzerland (Liechtenstein) 
and Turkey and such products are additionally finalized in 
Serbia in such a way that added quantity of material is bigger 
than that one from other countries. 

Uslovi za poreklo robe

U sporazumu CEFTA 2006 predviđeni su, između ostalog, 
uslovi za utvrđivanje porekla robe koja može da ima tretman 
domaće robe proizvedene u Srbiji.
Uslovi akumulacije porekla proizvoda predviđaju da proizvodi 
imaju poreklo iz Srbije ako sastavni materijali potiču iz 
zemalja CEFTA, Evropske unije, Islanda, Norveške, Švajcarske 
(uključujući i Lihtenštajn), ili Turske, ali da se takvi proizvodi 
dodatno obrađuju u Srbiji, tako da je dodata količina materijala 
veća od količine materijala ugrađenog u drugim zemljama.
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ganizacije najkasnije do 31. decembra 2010. godine. Smatra 
se da je uspostavljena zona slobodne trgovine ako je preko 
90 procenata ukupne spoljnotrgovinske razmene liberalizo-
vano. Jedan broj osetljivih poljoprivrednih proizvoda moći 
će da i dalje uživa zaštitu.

Liberalizacija trgovine

CEFTA 2006 definiše i obaveze koje se odnose na trgovinu 
svim robama. Opšte pravilo je da će se ukinuti kvantitativna 
ograničenja i carine i druge dažbine na izvoz i uvoz roba u 
trgovini među zemljama u regionu i da se nova ograničenja 
neće uvoditi. Srbija je od 1. januara 2007. godine, kao i većina 
zemalja CEFTA, u potpunosti liberalizovala trgovinu industri-
jskim proizvodima. ������������������������������������������      Do kraja 2010. predviđena je dalja libera-
lizacija trgovine poljoprivrednim proizvodima. Predviđena je 
liberalizacija i u drugim oblastima.  Zahvaljujući sporazumu 
CEFTA 2006, Srbija postaje znatno atraktivnija za strana ula-
ganja. Sa Evropskom unijom je 29. aprila 2008. godine potpi-
sala Sporazum o stabilizaciji i pridruživanju, a sledeći korak 
na putu uključenja u EU je dobijanje statusa zemlje kandida-
ta. Strateški spoljnoekonomski cilj Srbije je učlanjenje u STO 
u 2009. godini. ����������������������������������������������     Strani investitori mogu da ostvare beneficije 
koje Srbija ima po pravilima Sporazuma CEFTA 2006 ako 
ispune uslove da na robu stave oznaku “Made in Serbia”.  To 
praktično znači da strani investitori mogu da organizuju u Sr-
biji proizvodnju robe sa oznakom “Made in Serbia” pod uslo-
vima iz sporazuma CEFTA 2006 i drugim povoljnim uslovima. 
Ova roba će imati bescarinski tretman na tržištu CEFTA i svim 
drugim tržištima na kojima Srbija ima carinske povlastice.

stipulated by the World Trade Organization not later than 
the 31st December 2010. The Free trade zone is established 
only when over 90 percent of total foreign trade in goods 
is liberalized. The group of the vulnerable agricultural prod-
ucts will still enjoy protection. 

Trade liberalization

CEFTA 2006 stipulates the provisions concerning the trade 
in all kinds of goods. General rule is that all restrictions relat-
ing to quantity, customs, export and import procedures will 
be abolished and new rules will not be introduced.  

As of the 1st January 2007 Serbia, as other CEFTA countries, 
has liberalized the trade in industrial products. By the end 
of 2010 the trade in agricultural products is supposed to be 
liberalized as well as in all other fields. 

CEFTA 2006 Agreement makes Serbia more attractive 
destination to foreign investors. On 29th April 2008 Serbia 
signed the EU SAA and its next step is to become the EU can-
didate-country. The strategic aim of Serbia is to become a 
WTO member by the end of 2009. 

CEFTA 2006 Agreement provides foreign investors with a 
lot of benefits if all conditions to mark the goods with “Made 
in Serbia” sign are met. 

It means that foreign investors may produce goods with 
“Made in Serbia” sign in accordance with CEFTA 2006. These 
goods will have non-customs treatment on the CEFTA mar-
ket and other.
